For look, the
days are surely coming when people will say, "Blessed are those who are
barren, the wombs that have never borne children, the breasts that have
never suckled!" Then they will begin to say to the mountains, "Fall on
us!"; to the hills, "Cover us!"For if this is what is done to green wood,

As Christ's body weakens on the journey to the cross Simon of
Cyrene is brou%ht in to support Jesus in the final stages of his
journey to Golgotha. Simon's sharing of the weight of the crossis a
